Washington, D.C.--J Street, the nonprofit advocacy 

group that strives to end Arab-Israeli conflicts 

peacefully and diplomatically, has called for a 

moratorium on the celebration of Purim. 

 Executive director Jeremy Ben-Dummi said at 

a press conference yesterday that the observance of 

the ancient Jewish holiday only serves to further 

alienate Arabs from Jews. 

 “Jews should not be reveling in the deaths of 

Persians that took place thousands of years ago,” 

Ben-Dummi asserted. “After all, how would Jews 

like it if Arabs reveled in their misfortunes?” 

 Ben-Dummi explained that J Street specifically 

sought to ban the wearing of Purim costumes by 

Jewish children, as well as the general spirit of 

gleefulness demonstrated by Jewish adults. 

 “Our official Purim policy is Don‟t Mask, 

Don‟t Kvell,” the director announced. 

 Asked to comment, Rabbi Eric Yofi-Yofi, head 

of the Union for Reforming Jews, said, “As usual, 

Ben-Dummi is living up to his name.”
